(3) Press [Key 1]/ [Key 3] to adjust the values.

(4) Press and hold [Key 2] to save and exit the menu.

5.Gyroscope

(1) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the "Gyroscope”, and press [Key 2] to enter the
"Gyroscope”.

(2) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to select "Display” or "Calibration’, and then press [Key 2] to enter the
selected option.
