* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the auto power off setting.

« Single press [Key 2] to enter the short sub-menu, press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to choose “On” or “Off", and
long press [Key 2] to save the option and exit.

« Long press [Key 2] to enter the long sub-menu, single press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor among
“On”, "Off", "1 minute", "10 minutes" "30 minutes". Single press [Key 2] to choose the option and long
press [Key 2] to save the option and return to the secondary menus directly.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

6.4. Video Recording Settings
After recording setting is on, device will start recording and continue to record after the next startup.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the auto recording setting option.
« Single press [Key 2] to enter the short sub-menu, press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to choose “On” or “Off”, and
long press [Key 2] to save the option and exit.
« Long press [Key 2] to enter the long sub-menu, single press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor among
“On”, "Off", "All time", "1 minute”, "10 minutes", "30 minutes", “Audio” .
« Single press [Key 2] to choose the option, long press [Key 2] to save the option and return to the
secondary menus.
« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.
Note:
(1) “On” and "Off" means whether to record video after the next startup or not.
(2) "All time" means the device will record video all the time after the next startup if you don’t stop
recording (Press and hold [Key 2] to save the video and stop recording).
(3) Loop time means users can customize the device's video recording time to 1 minute or 10 minutes
or 30 minutes.
(4) “Audio” means users can customize whether to record audio when recording video.

6.5. Date Stamp

Users can set whether to display the time stamp in the lower right corner of photos and videos taken.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the date stamp setting option.

Through the WiFi connection, you can use your phone as an external viewfinder enabling users to see the
photos and videos by screen.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select “On” or “Off” option.

 Long press [Key 2] to save the option and return to the secondary menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

Steps to connect to your mobile phone:

* Download “PardVision2” from the Apple App Store or the Google Play Store.

* Turn on the WiFi on your device.

 Search the WiFi on your mobile device (the device WiFi network is a string of characters starting with
PARD, which is a string of numbers).

 Enter the PardVision2 application to operate and use.

6.7. Language

« Single press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to switch options, single press [Key 2] to confirm the option, then single
press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to adjust the relative values.

« Long press [Key 2] to save and return to the secondary menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

6.9. Format the device

If users want to format the device, it will delete all the data permanently. Please operate with caution!
* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the format the device setting option.

« Press [Key 2] to enter the sub-menu.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select "Cancel” or "OK" option.

« Single press [Key 2] to confirm the option and return to the secondary menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

Note:
If you choose the "OK" option, the device will delete all the data permanently and restart automatically.

6.10. Blind Pixel Compensation

The blind pixel compensation algorithm enables effective compensation for blind spots that didn't respond to
temperature and reduces image distortion.
* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the blind pixel compensation option.
« Press [Key 2] to enter it and you will see a prompt:
(D Please put on lens cap;
(2) Short press the MENU key to switch X/Y, +/- key to move the cursor;
(3) Long press the OK key to confirm the elimination;

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select "Cancel” or "OK" option, single press [Key 2] to
confirm the option and return to the secondary menus.
« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

If you choose “OK" option, you will enter the following interface:

Then please do as the prompts to perform blind pixel compensation. After operation, please long
press [Key 4] to return to the the secondary menus, single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

6.11. Menu Display

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the menu display option.

* Press [Key 2] to enter it.

« Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select among "On’, "30s", "TMin ", "3 Min", "5 Min", or "10
Min" option.

« Long press [Key 2] to save the option and return to the the secondary menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

6.12. Default Settings

If users decide to reset the device, it will restore the device to the factory default settings and all of the user
data and personalized settings will be deleted. Please operate with caution!

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to default setting option, press [Key 2] to enter it.

« Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select "Cancel” or "OK" option.

« Single press [Key 2] to confirm the option and return to the secondary menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

Note:

If you choose the "OK" option, the device will delete all the data permanently and restart automatically.
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6.13. Firmware Upgrade

System firmware can be updated to maintain an optimized current version.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the firmware upgrade option. Single press [Key 2] to enter
it. You will see an important reminder: Upgrading firmware may cause damage to the equipment,
please operate with caution!

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select "Cancel" or "OK" option.

* Single press [Key 2] to confirm the option and return to the secondary menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

Note:
1. If users choose to single press the “ok” option, the device will automatically restart.
2. When performing this operation, please load the device with type-C power supply.

6.14. Version

This function is to display the device's version.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the version option.
* Single press [Key 2] to enter the sub-menu to view the version.
* Single press [Key 2] to exit and return to the secondary menus.
* Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

6.15. Layout

Users can customize the location and content of icons on the home screen.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to Layout option.

« Single press [Key 2] to enter the short sub-menu, press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to choose A/B/C/D/E, and long
press [Key 2] to save the option and exit.

 Long press [Key 2] to enter the long sub-menu, single press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor among
“Date”, "bottom", "top", "right", "WiFi", "Gyroscope" , “Compass” and “Time".

« Single press [Key 2] to confirm and long press [Key 2] to save the option and exit to the secondary
menus.

« Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

Note:

Info Bar means users can choose the position of the icons on the home screen: top/bottom/right.
Info Disp means users can choose whether to display the following content on the main page:
WiFi/Gyroscope/Compass/Time.

6.16. Picture in Picture

The PIP mode displays a 2x magnified center area in the top of the screen, allowing you to see magnified
target details without losing the field of view.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the PIP setting option. Press [Key 2] to enter it.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select “Off" or “On”.

« Long press [Key 2] to save the option and exit to the secondary menus.

* Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.

6.17. Hot Track

The device can detect and display the highest temperature point on the screen, and automatically track
this target heat source.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the hot track setting option. Press [Key 2] to enter it.

* Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to select “Off” or “On”.

« Long press [Key 2] to save the option and exit to the secondary menus.

* Single press [Key 4] to return to the home page.
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
